Jhuliao Community





Jhuliao community is located in the southeast side of Dashu Village. The Kaohsiung-Pingtung old railway bridge located in this area is designated as a second level national historical site.


The abundant water and fine-grained soil present in this region are excellent for the manufacture of superior brick and tile building materials. There was a time when the kiln industry in Dashu district flourished extremely. But due to changing times, now, only the three “turtle” kilns of the San-he tile factory exist to contend against the new culture. Today, together with the host families, we will walk into Jhuliao community and take a look at the special panoramic view made by the historic old railway bridge set against green man-made wetlands. We will also learn the traditional kiln firing methods and tile manufacturing culture. Then, you can have some time to try to make your own personalized red brick pen container yourself.
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
